Opportunities are available 
throughout the day, including assisting vendors, greeting visitors, helping with parking, and 
supporting event setup. 

“We rely on volunteers to help create a positive and organized experience for everyone 
involved,” said Event Coordinator Kari Constantine. “It’s also a great way to spend the day 
outside, meet new people, and be part of an event that so many people look forward to each 
year.” 

Volunteer shifts are typically scheduled in four-hour blocks between 7 a.m. and 6 p.m., with 
additional help needed for setup the day before the event. 
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“There’s a real sense of energy and community at the Block Party,” said Volunteer Coordinator 
John Hanna. “Whether you’re helping behind the scenes or interacting with guests, you’re part 
of what makes the event enjoyable for everyone.” 

Interested individuals are asked to sign up at lakehopatcongfoundation.org/blockparty and 
attend an on-site training session Thursday evening, May 14, at 6 p.m., where they will also 
receive a volunteer T-shirt.
